To qualify, you
must live in one of these neighborhoods: Old North Sacramento, Dixieanne, Noralto, Hagginwood, South
Hagginwood, Ben Ali, East Del Paso Heights, Del Paso Heights, Strawberry Manor, West Del Paso Heights,
Wills Acres, Richardson Village, Johnson Heights, or Oak Knoll.

If you are interested in taking advantage of this opportunity, please review the income requirements
and complete the attached Home Repair Work Request and submit it via email, mail, or fax, or drop it
off in person at the SSP office at 1516 Del Paso Boulevard.

A
visit to your home does not guarantee that a project will be approved. SSP will do all work promised by this
employee.
